Elizabeth Township Park Project
A twenty-one acre tract of farmland is being converted into a municipal park.  This park will be located off route 322 and Keener Road in Elizabeth Township.  The park is currently in the planning stage with development to begin within the next year.

The Elizabeth Township Park Board has been in charge of this project and has initiated a number of plans to push forward, such as:  conducting a survey of Townships residents recreation needs; hiring a contractor for the site plan; developing an initial site plan for the public debate; contacting area park developers for realistic ideas on cost and timeline; conducting a public meeting; processing a state developmental grant and much more.

This is going to be an exciting new park that the residents and region can enjoy.  With the public surveys being used as a guiding force, and the expertise of the contractors, this park will have a lot of recreation options available for all demographics.  The initial plan calls for large open space areas available for soccer, rugby, and lacrosse; a playground area for tots and older children; a pavilion; a walking path that will encompass the park; a small baseball/softball field, basketball courts, tennis courts, and rest rooms.  The plan also calls for a through road from route 322 to Keener Road.

I want to remind everyone that the park development is in the planning stage and a public meeting to discuss the project will be held on Thursday, July 13th at 7:00 PM at the Elizabeth Township Offices.  This meeting will give the public the opportunity to see

the park site plan, and also a forum to ask questions or make suggestions about the project.  After this meeting, the final site plan will be given to the Township Supervisors for approval and the writing of a state developmental grant will begin.  See you on July 13th.
