Continuing our series on local youth organizations, this week the focus will be on the Warwick Travel Baseball Association (WTBA).
The WTBA goal is to provide youth in the Warwick School District an opportunity to play competitive baseball in Lancaster County for ages 8 – 16.  The WTBA works in providing players basic fundamentals that carries on into their high school and possibly college careers.

Currently the WTBA is fielding seven teams in 2010.  The Lititz Oddfellows are the oldest group comprised of 15 & 16 years olds.  They play in the Lancaster County Midget League, with their schedule to begin after the high school baseball season is finished.  Their ultimate goal is to participate in the Lancaster New Era Tournament that is held the first week of August at Clipper Stadium.  In 2008 this group won the New Era Tournament.  They are managed by Frank Camera. 
There are two teams that make up the 14u group.  The Lititz VFW participates in section one of the Lancaster County Youth Baseball and the Warwick White Sox compete in section two.  The VFW is managed by Jeff High and the White Sox by Bill Weismandel.

The Warwick Phillies and the Lititz Braves make up the 12u group.  The Phillies play in section one of the Lancaster County Youth Baseball League and are the defending New Era Tournament Champions.  They are managed by Eric Martin.  The other 12u team the Braves competes in section two and are coached by Jamie Weachter.  In 2009 the Braves won the playoffs in their respective division.
The Warwick Cardinals and Yankees are the 10u participants.  Both teams play in the Lancaster County Youth Baseball League with the Cardinals in section one and the Yankees competing in section two.  Dana Clark will manage the Cardinals and Todd Rhoads will handle the Yankees.  

All teams in 10, 12, and 14u will play a 16 game league schedule and be eligible for season ending playoffs!  The 12 and 14 u, plus one VFW and the Phillies will be eligible to participate in the New Era Tournament.
