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Warwick Boys Lacrosse Club

Continuing the series on Warwick youth sports organizations.  The focus this week will be on a relatively new program Lacrosse!
The Warwick Boys Lacrosse Club (WBLC) has come along way since being organized in 2002.  A handful of Warwick students who played with the Ephrata Club decided they wanted to wear the Warwick colors instead!  The players found a coach and went to their parents for organizational support.  The first club team took the field for Warwick in the spring of 2003.  In the summer of 2003 the team helped run a clinic to introduce younger boys to the sport and in 2004 the club fielded a middle school team and a 5th & 6th grade team.  Since that time the lacrosse has grown in numbers and has now added a developmental team made up of 3rd & 4th grade boys.  

The club is a non-profit, all volunteer organization.  Their goal is to teach the fundamentals and basic skills of lacrosse with emphasis on teamwork and fair play.  The club has been a valuable asset to the high school program that is now a PIAA sport and part of the Warwick School District athletic program.

The WBLC experience is about players giving back to their club and the community.  One of the original players was instrumental in the starting the elementary program and another is assisting with the high school program.  Per the club’s bylaws the WBLC has three objectives for participants:  

1. Introduce and promote the sport of lacrosse to young men of the Warwick School District.

2. Create an environment where teamwork, commitment and good sportsmanship are at the basis of the WBLC.

3. Create a positive spirit of competition.

A relatively infant program has grown from one middle school team to currently 90 participants playing at three levels.  This growth was spurred not only by the players and parents, but by a guy who had a passion for the sport and wanted the youth in Warwick to experience the sport of lacrosse.  This individual was Joe Kumer the founding president of the WBLC.  I only worked with Joe for two years but during this time I came to understand his passion and dedication to youth lacrosse.  An annual award has been created to honor a player at each level who exemplifies the qualities Joe brought to the organization.
