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Updating the 2002 Comprehensive Recreation Study
In 2002 the Warwick Region Comprehensive Recreation, Park and Open Space Plan (WRCRPOS) was done by the ELA Group Inc, Recreation and Parks Solutions, Land Studies, and Community Planning Consultants, Inc.  The study was prepared for entire Warwick School District population.  This study provided a thorough examination of the park and recreational facilities in the area, plus recommendations for future needs and growth! 
Now as we approach 2010, the Warwick Regional Recreation Commission (WRRC) is updating this document, looking at what has been done in the region and what still needs to be accomplished!  Since becoming the Director of the WRRC four years ago this document has been my guide to the park and recreational needs in the region.  
This updated document is important in staying in line with the regions needs for recreational opportunities and guiding us for the next five years as the municipalities, school district and Lititz rec Center plan there future goals!  This document will also be valuable in staying with the Lancaster County’s goals and provide the area with a valuable tool when writing state and local grants.

The WRRC will be presenting the updated results at the next Lititz/Warwick Regional Coordinating Committee meeting in October and the Joint Strategic Planning meeting in the spring of 2010.  Here is a sample of accomplishments since 2002:
Warwick School District

1. Middle School/High School athletic field renovation.

2. FUS – which is an on-line system to reserve facilities at the WSD

3. Moores Run Complex – connection to the Bonfield Elementary

Lititz Borough

1. Built a skate park

2. Continued Lititz Springs Swimming Pool improvements

3. Free Summer Playground Program for youth

Elizabeth Township

1. Started a Park Board of Township residents

2. In the process of finishing phase one of the 21 acre park project
a. Obtained land for the park

b. Obtained a matching grant from DCNR

Warwick Township

1. Ten acre expansion at Municipal Campus

2. Expanded the trail system in the region

3. Have obtained numerous grants from the state and county for:

a. Park development

b. Trail development

Lititz recCenter

1. Renovation and expansion of the center, making it one of the best recreational facilities in the County.

2. Increased membership and a commitment to meet the regions recreational needs

3. Increased programming, again meeting the needs of the various demographics.

WRRC

1. Engaging with local youth groups to provide:

a. Facility scheduling needs

b. Criminal and Child Abuse checks

2. Working with local municipalities in implementing there short and long term goals through each Park Board.

3. Working to expand the trail network through local and state officials.

This again is only a sampling of accomplishments that have occurred since 2002!  With the commitment from local municipalities, non-profit organizations, private recreation providers and the local school district, the next five years should be filled with more and exciting park and recreation opportunities for the region!
