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Watershed Day

On Tuesday the 13th annual Lititz Run Watershed Days were held for fifth grade students in the Warwick School District and Lititz Area Mennonite School.  This event is funded by the Lititz Run Watershed Alliance (LRWA), the Warwick Township Municipal Authority (WTMA), and Warwick Township and Lititz Borough municipalities.

There were over 350 students participating in three different watershed education sessions at Linear Park, Riparian Park and Millport Conservancy.  The Lancaster County Conservation District, J&J/Merck and the Warwick School District provided Stream Chemistry sessions, where water samples are obtained and simple testing procedures are performed at each site.  The Conservation District also had students collect stream bugs and discussed their relationship to healthy streams.  Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) provided lessons on groundwater models.  A tour was given at the sewer plant and local trout hatchery.  The Pennsylvania Game Commission (PGC) provide two sessions on wildlife protection and the Hershey Zoo did a live bird and reptile presentation.  The Donegal Trout Unlimited had the students transplanting trees and Lancaster County Geographic Information System provided a hands-on session.
The educational presenters for each session are knowledgeable in the areas of residential growth, agricultural practices and commercial properties in Lancaster County.  They provided information on the negative impacts these types of growth have on our natural resources, and the broader affect it has as water from our area makes its way to the Chesapeake Bay.  Best Management Practices (BMP) for agriculture were discussed and how the Township is utilizing Growing Greener Grant resources locally to educate farmers to mitigate the impact of their industry.

The LRWA has organized several stream clean-ups along Lititz Run Creek in recent years, the latest one being held this past March, with approximately 150 participants.  Students who have gone through the fifth grade Watershed Day program are now participating in these stream clean-ups!
In previous years Watershed days were able to obtain grant funding and donations from local businesses, but currently don’t have a sponsor or grant funds for next years event secured!  If you or your business would like to be involved, contact Luba Irwin at 626-8900.
