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If you have driven on Clay Road past the Warwick Township Municipal offices in the last couple of weeks, you may have noticed some earth grading work being done.  This 10 acre tract south of the municipal building is being developed as a multi-use facility.
The initial plan is to have two large fields that will accommodate soccer, lacrosse, rugby, and/or other activities that use a large area (ultimate frisbee      etc.), also a softball/baseball field, a pavilion, and a trail that will encompass the complex.

This trail will attach with the Lititz/Warwick Trail, the proposed rail/trail project from Warwick Township to Ephrata Borough, and the proposed trail from Riparian Park.  There will be over 10 miles of continuous trail use when these projects are finished.  This will allow users the opportunity to get to a variety of sites in the region and build on the extensive trail system currently in place.

This new development is part of the overall master plan of the municipal campus.  There will be other significant features to the development, such as:  added parking to the campus, a slight change to the entrance to the campus, horseshoe pits, and a sand volleyball court.

The proposed time line is to have the fields ready to play in the spring of 2008, while the other features of the park could be ready for use in 2007.  This site will alleviate some of the field demand in the region and will coincide with the development of the 21 acre park in Elizabeth Township.

With the new parks coming on line and the proposed trail system, the residents of this region are fortunate to have at there disposal passive and active recreation opportunities.

The secret is out at the Lititz Community Center, a capital campaign has begun for the renovation of the center.  A very nice presentation was held at the LCC to kickoff the campaign.  Over $800,000 has been donated to date,  with a goal of $1.9 million.  The renovation of the LCC is a vital step in continuing to providing the region with recreation opportunities.
