Nature Preserves and Parks in our Backyard

It is that time of the year, when there is a chill in the air and leaves are starting to turn color.  What a great time to get out hiking or biking and enjoy the parks and nature preserves in the area.  

One such area is the Rannels-Kettle Nature Preserve.  This Nature Preserve is located near the Lancaster-Lebanon County border.  To access this area, take Route 501 north to the red light in Brickerville, go west on US Route 322, turn left on Dead End Road and then a right onto Pumping Station Road, where you will find a parking area.  Walk west along the Horseshoe Trail from the parking lot to access the Nature Preserve.
The Lancaster County Conservancy is responsible for the protection of Rannels-Kettle Run and its 81 acres, plus 2,900 acres of land in the County.   Adjoining Rannels-Kettle Run is State Game Lands and the Horseshoe Trail, which allows users access to variety of leisure activities.
Another recreational area in close vicinity is the Speedwell Forge Park and its 415 acres of land.  This park is located between the Pennsylvania Fish and Boat Commission’s Speedwell Forge Lake and the State Game Lands of nearby Furnace Hills.  This County Park has a variety of vegetation, habitation, wet lands and a hiking trail, with a small parking area along Speedwell Forge Road and Oak Lane.  I encourage you and your family to take advantage of these precious natural recreation areas that are conveniently located to our region.
